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350 specimens of the boring mussel G.
coralliophaga (Gmelin, 1791) were extracted
from milleporine rocks on El Supi beach
(69º48’W,  11º55’ N), Falcon State, Venezuela.
Previously only reported for the Caribean

Islands, this is the first finding in continental
reefs.

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We collected 104 specimens of G. demis-
sa (Dwylgin, 1817) (Mollusca: Bivalvia) in
estuarine waters at La Rosita mangrove

Venezuela. This first record broads consider-
ably southward its previously known biogeo-

graphical range (East Canada to Florida).
